You agree to

· adhere to the instructions of the group leaders at all times
· dress and behave responsibly at all times, remembering that you are guests in another country
· be polite and show courtesy to other members of the group, staff and hosts at all times. Remember that other guests will be in the hotel and you need to respect the night time curfew agreed with the group leaders 
· be aware of anything which may cause harm and/or threaten you or anyone else in the group. Inform the group leaders about it as soon as possible.
· be punctual for transport and other planned activities
· always have with you the hotel information and the group leader contact details with you at all times
· use your personal safety skills should you be approached by anyone you do not know or trust
· stay together with your group during sightseeing . Members of a group are responsible for each other at all times. No participant should ever be on his own
You agree to the following conditions

· you will not purchase or drink alcohol other than under direct supervision of the staff
· you will not smoke
· you will not have any sexual relationships
· you will not try to bring through customs any alcohol, tobacco, knives, fireworks, replica weapons or other banned items (even as presents for others)
· you will not use mobile phones when they would be a distraction to the activity you are participating in, or when they could put you in danger e.g. when crossing roads. You understand that mobile phones may be confiscated temporarily by group leaders if you do not adhere to these rules or in an emergency situation when they must be in charge of all communications.
· You will not take photographs whether with a camera or a mobile phone in areas of personal privacy e.g. bathrooms, sleeping areas.
If there is any significant violation of these rules, the group leaders reserve the right to consider sending the participant home, at the parents’ expense.

The aim of this Code of Conduct is to ensure that your trip is enjoyable and trouble free. This agreement should be signed by both participant and parent/guardian below.
